Known as the 

organization’s master dreamer, Moore continued, “2008 will be another exciting year as 

we continue to expand our very unique programs and services to assist families from all 

over Georgia. A key step was securing the license for the Lilburn home.”

Other Dream House service 

offerings include Certified Life Care Planning (CLCP), care coordination, activities of 

daily living, home health care, as well as in-home and out-of-home, day time and over-

night respite care. 

Relishing the moment, Dream House Transition Care Manager Sheila Williams 

commented, “This license will also enable us to recruit and train foster parents to care for 

these precious children.”
